Family is still important in Girl Scouting. In addition to the
legacy passed from mother to daughter, the Girl Scout
Council of Vermont has several programs to encourage
family involvement. First, it’s not just moms who are in-
volved. Twice a year, “Do-Dads” finds fathers and daugh-
ters enjoying Wapanacki projects and program activities
together. New this year, “It’s a Girl Thing,” with grants from
the VT Caring Foundation of Blue Cross/Blue Shield,
GSUSA, and Fletcher Allen Community Health Foundation,
gives mothers and daughters quality time together while encouraging healthy lifestyles. “Girl
Scouts Beyond Bars” provides opportunities for girls to share Girl Scout experiences with their
incarcerated moms. Research shows that children of incarcerated parents are six times more
likely to end up in the system as children whose parents have never been in jail. “Girl Scouts
Beyond Bars” is funded by a grant from the State of Vermont and the Vermont Women’s Fund.

Today GSUSA is committed to a new Leadership Develop-
ment model encouraging girls to discover, connect and take
action. They make connections with strong women and
community leaders. Then, they take action in their communi-
ties through service learning projects that make the world a
better place.

Now, girls “stir things up” in Montpelier through programs like
“Girls Rock the Capital” where teen legislative interns learn
the democratic process from the inside out. They work side-
by-side with female legislators, sitting on committees, and
testifying on topics such as Vermont’s proposed graduated
driver’s license and cell phone legislation. This year, over

200 teens responded to a survey “What Girls Say about Bullying and Harrassment” - presented
to legislators during Girl Scout Week in March, in collaboration with the Vermont Women’s
Commission. During Girl Scouts in Government Day, younger girls talk to their local represen-
tatives, meet the Governor, tour the statehouse, and learn how a bill becomes law.

It now boasts a remodeled conference center, an accessible
bathroom, a refurbished parlor and kitchen, and it provides space for campers’ rainy day
activities and adult leadership courses.
